WHAT IS THE PATH OF A WORKERS’ COMPENSATION

CLAIM IN PENNSYLVANIA?

STEP 1
NOTIFY EMPLOYER

Injured worker notifies employer of 
injury within 21 days of an accident 
or 120 days from the date of injury or 
having knowledge of a work-related 
illness or disease.

STEP 2
FILL OUT FORM

Injured worker fills out form LIBC-500, 
documentating their injury or illness.

STEP 3
EMPLOYER REPORTS

Employer reports injuries to their 
insurer. Employers also file a First Report 
of Injury to the Bureau of Workers’ 
Compensation within 48 hours for 
injuries resulting in death or seven 
days for injuries resulting in disability 
lasting more than one work day.

STEP 4
ACCEPTED/DENIED

If a claim is accepted, employer/
carriers issue a Notice of Workers’ 
Compensation Payable, a Notice of 
Temporary Compensation Payable or 
an Agreement for Compensation. If a 
claim is denied, the injury victim is 
issued a Notice of Workers’ 
Compensation Denial.

IF A WORKPLACE INJURY 
OCCURS FOLLOW THESE 
FOUR STEPS

WHAT HAPPENS WHEN
A CLAIM IS DENIED?

STEP 1
FILE A PETITION

Injured employees can file a Claim 
Petition (LIBC-362) within three years 
of the date of their injury.STEP 2

ASSIGNED A JUDGE

Workers’ compensation cases are 
then assigned to a workers’ 
compensation judge and a hearing is 
scheduled. STEP 3

FILE A PETITION

At your workers’ compensation hearing, 
judges hear and receive evidence 
presented by both the defendant and 
claimant, including witness information 
and medical evidence.

STEP 4
WRITTEN DECISION

After the judge schedules the case 
for mediation, a written decision is 
rendered to parties involved in the 
dispute.

STEP 5
APPEAL #1

Parties have 20 days from the decision 
date to appeal their case to the Workers’ 
Compensation Appeal Board.

STEP 7
APPEAL #3

Parties have 30 days from the date of 
the Commonwealth Court’s decision 
to file a Petition for Allowance of an 
Appeal with Pennsylvania Supreme 
Court.
